Further CVs or project descriptions should not be submitted.  The submission should be of sufficient quality to constitute the introduction and method sections of the final paper.  Section D must not be longer than one side of single spaced A4, but it must be convincing.

When planning costs, please ensure that “add on costs” are included in salaries (NI contributions and superannuation).  You are strongly advised to discuss this with the proposed employing organisation (Trust/University). The cost of consumables, postage, telephones, etc., should also be covered.  Subsequent applications for additional funding to cover shortfalls will not usually be entertained.

Applicants are strongly advised to seek statistical advice.  In section D power studies should be presented, if appropriate, and the proposed statistical methods should be described.

Relevant references should be included in section D.  

Please ensure that Ethical Committee approval has been obtained for the proposed project before submitting this application for consideration.  Applications without proof of Ethical Committee approval will not be considered.  If the applicant does not consider that Ethical Committee approval is required for the project, this should be clearly stated and explained.  However, the Committee reserve the right to challenge this viewpoint.
