Cancellation Policy
If an exhibition space has to be cancelled, the following conditions will apply:

e More than 6 months prior to the conference: a cancellation fee of 20% of the exhibition fee
will be payable

e 1-6 months prior to the conference: A cancellation fee of 50% of the exhibition fee will be
payable

e Less than a month prior to the conference: A cancellation fee of 100% of the exhibition fee
will be payable.

Exhibition Space
Places are allocated strictly on a first come first served basis and are allocated ONLY when
payment has been received.

The exhibition space has been carefully planned to allow the maximum number of companies to
exhibit. It is imperative therefore that your stand does not exceed the size allocated to you. If your
company arrives at the meeting with a larger stand, you will be asked to dismantle any part of the
stand, which encroaches to the detriment of a neighbouring site. No electrical extension leads
are available at the venue and all companies must provide their own.

Access for setup after this
time is solely at the discretion of the organisers.

Only access at the communicated designated times is allowed, no access at any other times
permitted.
